May 10, 2018
Approved minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:35 p.m.

Motion: Rob Liotard moved and Rich Warren seconded the motion to approve the minutes of 4/12/18 as amended. 
Vote: All in favor (4/0/1) Arnell Paquette abstained. 

Final Plat subdivision hearing: Norris #2018-DRB-05-SD
The final plat hearing for Kelly and Kathleen Norris’ 2-lot minor subdivision opened at 7:45 p.m. Chair Dan Nugent read the official warning for parcel F4171W, Lot 2. Application #2018-DRB-05-SD. 

The subdivision will be reviewed by criteria listed in Sec. 350 and 462 in the Starksboro Land Use and Development Regulations. 

Dan Nugent then read the oath and performed the swearing in of the witnesses, Kathleen and Kelly Norris. 

Kelly Norris then presented the project: 
He explained that this subdivision application is solely for Lot 2, to divide into Lots 2A and 2B. He showed on the map the areas of the 2 lots, with the boundary lines.

He presented a revised Septic/wastewater permit and submitted for recording and as an exhibit for the hearing. (WW-9-1017-2) There is a septic easement for Lot 2B south of the parcel. The existing house 
has an easement on Lot 2A. 

The red lines on the site plan map indicate the well protection system. A replacement for the mound system is no longer required. With the revised wastewater permit, the old system goes with the new house. Rich Warren asked a question about the existing house and the septic and replacement plan, if needed. 

Kelly explained there is not power to the lots yet. There will be overhead lines run from VT Route 17 along the private road (Hallock Brook Drive), with underground service to the future houses. The road exists but needs finish gravel. The private road will serve 4 houses eventually. 

Kelly then reviewed the criteria responses for the Board and submitted additional written responses for inclusion in the Exhibits. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Kelly stated the land had already been deemed suitable for residential development based on previous subdivision decisions by the DRB and per the Bylaws. The required building envelopes are shown on the survey. Regarding the road layout, there will not be a new road, just new driveways. Rob Liotard asked about emergency turn around space for fire and rescue vehicles. Kelly stated that it is a hammerhead turn-around at the end of the road. 

Lot layout – Both proposed lots have full southern exposure and ample yard space all around; with the topography there is a lot of privacy. There is a good distance for buffer from future homes and some woods for additional privacy barriers. It is a former pasture so there is not old wood growth but younger trees at this time. 

Dan Nugent then asked if anyone else had any thoughts or concerns. Rich asked about the quality of the road. Kelly stated that it meets the A76 standard and will receive additional finish gravel prior to sale.
